1. SCOPE OF APPLICATION

These General Terms and Conditions of

to as "ActiLingua") are considered 

binding for all contractual relationships 

between ActiLingua and individual 

persons who use the services of 

ActiLingua as customers (hereinafter 

referred to as “Customers” or 

“Participants”).

2. PROGRAMME AND SERVICES

The subject of the services are those 

described in the relevant programme 

specified in the enrolment 

confirmation/invoice.

3. REGISTRATION
